There’s a lovely lack of stereotyping
on gender and backstory for the narrator, which adds to the message of
not judging people before you know them.

An inspiring and sweet tale that will help children think about what it is to
be a good person whatever your circumstances (the narrator is from a poor

background with a single parent mum who struggles to make ends meet),
and challenge prejudice and push for fairness, whenever possible.
